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Resumo

Essa dissertacdo tem por objetivo o resgate historico da Doutrina Social da
Igreja Catolica frente a questao social e a formacao do Assistente Social, a partir da
influéncia desta doutrina nos fundamentos tedricos do Curso de Servico Social.
Nesse sentido busca-se compreender o processo de composicdo dos primeiros
cursos de Servico Social no Brasil, a partir da analise dos fatores historicos dessa
formacao, alicercada na Doutrina Social da Igreja Catolica — DSIC. O referencial
tedrico fomenta a interlocucdo entre a religido e o Servico Social no Brasil,
vinculada ao contexto social, politico e econémico, do final do século XIX. Na
Rerum novarum, enciclica escrita pelo Papa Leao XIII, a Igreja Catolica reafirma
sua preocupacao com a ordem social vigente, trazendo ao debate as condi¢oes das
classes trabalhadoras. Ainda nessa perspectiva, em 1920, o Papa Pio XI, visando
compreender as demandas sociais acarretadas pelo processo de urbanizacdo e
industrializacdo no periodo entre as guerras mundiais, estimula a "A¢ao Catdlica",
com o objetivo de reordenar as acoes de cunho social. Nesse momento surge o
Servico Social, a fim de atender a necessidade de se formarem profissionais neste
campo de atuacdo. Essa dissertacao apresenta, ainda, uma pesquisa documental

sobre a Escola de Servico Social de Minas Gerais, de 1946 a 1956, quando esta se
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filia a Universidade Catolica de Minas Gerais, reforcando a hipétese de que a DSIC

influenciou os fundamentos teéricos dos Cursos de Servico Social.
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Abstract

This thesis aims at the historic rescue of the Social Doctrine of the Catholic
Church against the social issue and the formation of the social worker from the
influence of this doctrine in the theoretical foundations of the Course of Social
Services. In this sense we seek to understand the writing process of the first social
work courses in Brazil, based on the analysis of historical factors such training,
based on the Social Doctrine of the Catholic Church - DSIC. The theoretical
framework fosters dialogue between religion and social work in Brazil, now linked
to the social, political and economic, of the late nineteenth century. In "Rerum
Novarum," an encyclical written by Pope Leo XIII, the Catholic Church reaffirms its
concern about the prevailing social order, bringing to debate the conditions of the
working classes. Yet this perspective, in 1920, Pope Pius XI, to understand the
social demands brought about by urbanization and industrialization process in the
interwar world, stimulates the "Catholic Action", in order to reorder the social
actions. At that moment arises Social Services in order to meet the need to train
professionals in this field of activity. This thesis also presents a documentary
research on the School of Social Work of Minas Gerais, from 1946 to 1956, when
that joins the Catholic University of Minas Gerais, reinforcing the hypothesis that

DSIC influenced the theoretical foundations of courses Social Service.
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
