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Resumo

Esta pesquisa tem por objetivo retomar a discussdo do agravamento da crise
macroinstitucional da igreja cat6lica no decorrer da segunda metade do século XX.
Parte-se de um esforco de reconstrucao discursiva (a base de fontes documentais,
entrevistas e historias de vida) das experiéncias missionarias inovadoras iniciadas
na Belo Horizonte dos anos1960 por um grupo de jovens italianos, militantes leigos
da Gioventu Studentesca de Mildo, assim como das trajetorias de vida e motivagoes
religiosas e politicas de cada um dos integrantes do grupo desde entao até os dias
atuais. Esse é o objeto empirico da pesquisa. Além desse quadro, contudo, a pesquisa
visa contribuir para a compreensao sociolégica das complexas relagoes de muatua
penetracdo e encadeamento entre o catolicismo internalizado, a formacao de

minorias catélicas ativas e o processo de modernizacao social e cultural.

Abstract

The subject of the present research is the aggravation of the institutional crisis of the
Catholic Church during the second half of the XXth Century. Based upon
documentary sources and field work that includes interviews and histories of life, the
research tries to reconstruct the experiences of an Italian group of lay catholic
missionaries, who acted in the city of Belo Horizonte, Minas Gerais, in the 1960s.
These young men and women belonged to the so called Gioventu Studentesca from
Milan, Italy. Their trajectories of life and their religious and political motivations
were rebuilt from these days to the present moment. That is the empirical subject of
the research. On a second but not secondary frame, the present thesis seeks to
contribute for the sociological understanding of the complex relations of mutual
penetration and chaining between the catolicismo internalizado, the formation of
catholic active minorities and the process of social and cultural modernization of the
Catholic Church
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
