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RESUMO

Tendo em vista os estudos ancorados no arcabougo da Teoria Gerativa, esta pesquisa
teve como objetivo principal avaliar como se da o processo de compreensao de tempo e
aspecto verbais em individuos com afasia de Broca. Buscamos constatar a cisdo do
sintagma de tempo em tempo e aspecto, verificar a influéncia do aspecto
lexical/seméantico sobre o aspecto gramatical, de forma a analisar se o primeiro, de
alguma forma, interferiria no surgimento do segundo e, por ultimo, avaliar se o afésico
de Broca apresenta melhor desempenho na compreensdo do que na producdo, como
preconiza a literatura. Para isso, aplicamos testes que envolveram recursos tecnoldgicos
visuais, para que pudéssemos comprovar ou refutar as nossas hipGteses. Apds a
aplicacdo dos testes e diante dos resultados obtidos, pudemos constatar que tempo e
aspecto sdo categorias distintas e devem pertencer a nodulos diferentes na arvore
sintatica, quais sejam: Sintagma de Tempo e Sintagma de Aspecto. Além disso, de
acordo com os dados obtidos apos a aplicacdo dos testes, verificamos que os afasicos de
Broca, de fato, demonstram compreender a linguagem melhor que produzi-la. Por fim,
ndo conseguimos comprovar, pelos dados obtidos nesta pesquisa, que aspecto

lexical/semantico determina o surgimento de aspecto gramatical.
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ABSTRACT

Considering the studies anchored on the Generative Theory’s outline, this research
aimed primarily to analyze how the process of comprehending verbal aspect and tense
in individuals with Broca’s Aphasia works. We sought to establish the division of the
tense phrase in tense and aspect, verify the influence of the lexical/semantic aspect over

the grammatical aspect in order to examine whether the first one would somehow
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interfere on the appearance of the second one, and lastly to analyze if people with
Broca’s Aphasia show better performance in understanding than in production, as
literature suggests. To this end, we applied tests that involved visual technology
resources so that we could prove or disprove our hypothesis. After the application of the
tests and based on the results we obtained, we could prove that tense and aspect are
distinct categories, and must therefore belong to different nodes in the syntax tree,
namely: Tense Phrase and Aspect Phrase. Furthermore, according to the data obtained
after the application of the tests, we verified that people with Broca’s Aphasia indeed
demonstrated to comprehend language better than to produce it. Lastly, we could not
prove with the obtained data from this research, which lexical/semantic aspect

determines the appearance of grammatical aspect.
